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Elmer’s Colors
Objective:  The student will be able to identify and name colors as related to the story.  TLW practice choosing books and putting them back on the shelf.  TLW create their own Elmer.
Materials:

· Elmer, by David McKee
· Felt Story Board Pieces of Elmer
· Tissue paper
· Elmer Template/Construction paper
· Glue
· Blue’s Clues Shapes and Colors video
Procedure/Instruction:

· Introduce myself, and vocabulary of library and librarian.

· Review rules for the library

· Do the library chant

· Do the Project CLASS song of the week (Follow Instructions)

· Do a mini-lesson from the kitchen.

· Sing familiar songs

· Do the storytelling of Elmer, using the flannel board pieces.  

· Model how to make an Elmer.

· In small groups, children will be able to go to the shelf and search for a book to take to their classrooms, while other children are working on their art project, or watching the Blue’s Clues Video.

· Show children how to go to the shelf, using a shelf marker, choose a book, and put it back on the shelf in the correct place.

· Show children where the computer is that they will use to check out books.

· Review procedures for the Reading, Leap Frog and Puzzle centers
Comments:  The learner can play a color naming game and point or touch things in the library that match the color named by the librarian.
