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Out and about at the Public Library

Objective:  The student will be able to understand that the public library is a place to gather information.  TLW learn about programs and services at the public library.
Materials:

· The books, Out and About at the Public Library, by Kitty Shea and Voy a la biblioteca, by Melinda Radabaugh.
· Houston Public Library (HPL) Power Card Applications
· HPL Events Calendar
· Maps to HPL’s
· HISD Online Resources 
· Links for teachers to get to the online resources
· Library Centers
Procedure/Instruction:

· Review the library rules, parts of a book, directionality of print, importance of title and cover illustrations, etc.
· Read one of the books about libraries.

· Show the students that the HPL system is on the internet, another source of information.

· Show students the application for the HPL system.  All students will get a copy of the calendar of events, a map of all HPL’s, and an application.

· Use the online resources to locate information of interest.  Using nettrekker will be the most valuable for this age group.  

· TLW work in small groups at library literacy stations.

Closure/Evaluation:   Students will work in library centers, while they check out books in small groups.
Comments:  I took a calendar of events from the HPL, and cut out all of the events from our local branch, to create a flyer for my students, in hopes that the information would be more relevant for our community.
