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Las Posadas and Christmas
Objective:  The student will be able to recognize that our library consists of half the books in English and half the books in Spanish.  TLW learn about a Mexican Christmas holiday.  TLW learn about traditional Christmas.
Materials:

· Las Posadas, by Jennifer Blizin Gillis
· Christmas and Navidad, by Jennifer Blizin Gillis
· Green Construction paper
· Stencils of Christmas Trees
· Glitter, beads, lace, sequins, etc.
· Library books
Procedure/Instruction:

· Review the library rules, library chant, parts of book, directionality of print.
· Play the song for the library introduced last week.

· Review the Table of Contents and chapters.

· Read Las Posadas.
· Remind children that many of the words in the book were in Spanish, and have them walk through the library noticing that the library has many books in Spanish.  

· Read Christmas or Navidad.
· TLW make a Christmas tree using construction paper and decorations.
· Children with check out books.  
Closure/Evaluation:   Children can compare Las Posadas and Christmas with Kwanzaa and Hanukkah.
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TEKS: Language Arts-Locate and use important areas of the library media center.
