     Summer is approaching and that means it is time for HISD’s Summer Reading Program – The Millionaire Club.  Summer should be fun, with children reading, learning, and exploring new things to keep building on the hard work they did throughout the previous school year. 


     HISD’s Millionaire Club is designed to help students retain the knowledge they gained during the past year.  Research shows that children who do not read over the summer are more likely to lose two months of reading skills. The expectation is that each student in HISD read five (5) books between June and August. If all students read five books this summer . . . HISD students will have read 1 million books.

TIPS FOR PARENTS








One more time with feeling


When your child has sounded out an unfamiliar word, have him or her re-read that sentence. Often kids are so busy figuring out a word they lose the meaning of what they've just read





Make books special


Turn reading into something special. Take your kids to the library, help them get their own library card, read with them, and buy them books as gifts. Have a favorite place for books in your home or, even better, put books everywhere.





Read it and experience it


Connect what your child reads with what happens in life. If reading a book about�animals, relate it to your last trip to the zoo.





Be a role model


Make sure you (the adult role model) are seen reading daily.  It works even better if you read at the same time as the child.





Pictures Count


For young children, looking at the pictures in books and turning pages qualifies as “reading.” We become picture-literate before becoming print-literate.





Free choice


Allow children to choose the books they wish to read to themselves, even if they don’t meet your high standards. Newspapers, magazines, and comic books count toward reading time. All of it amounts to print exposure.





Reading levels matter


Reading for pleasure should be the first priority. The second priority should be to encourage your children to read at or above their current reading level.  Reading at the correct level will help them grow as a reader.
