Scenarios for Using Online Resources
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Scenario 1 –  Primary student uses an Online Resource to find an article he can read about his favorite topic, dinosaurs. (Searchasaurus –Ebsco)
Scenario 2 – Secondary teacher uses the Online Resources to locate an article on a lower reading level to explain a concept from the textbook that a student is having trouble with. – (Grolier Enclyclopedia) 
Scenario 3 – ESL student uses Online Resources to locate information written in Spanish.  (Grolier Encyclopedia. EBSCO, or Nettrekker)

Scenario 4 – TAKS tests use expository writing in the reading section. Teacher can locate a variety of expository writing selections to use for TAKS practice. (All Online Resources)
Scenario 5 – Teacher wants to show an experiment in chemistry (United Streaming)
Scenario 6 – Teachers are writing a grant and need current research to back up their proposal (Wilson Web )

Scenario 7 – AP Teacher wants students to use scholarly articles to research a topic for a term paper. (Thompson Gale, ProQuest or Ebsco)

Scenario 8 – New teacher wants to locate lesson plans. (Nettrekker)  
Scenario 9 – Student wants to practice for the SAT test (Thompson Gale) 

Scenario 10 – Student wants to research a historical topic by browsing though old newspapers. (ProQuest’s Historical Newspapers)
