Instructional Procedures

Review the parts of a book: front cover, back cover, and spine. Point out to students the call number on the spine of the book.  Ask them if they know what it means.

Show the children the parts of the book on the visual presenter and ask them to name the parts as pointed out.  

Show the spine of the book enlarged so students may clearly see the call numbers.  Ask them to read it with you.  Tell them that the E on a line all by itself stand for Easy books and that they are located in the easy section—have the students point to the easy section.  Show them that the bottom line corresponds to the author’s last name and is the first 1-3 letters of that name.  Show them a Spanish language book and have them speculate what the SPA in the top line of the call number stands for.  If they do not guess Spanish, tell them.  

Use a prepared sheet of sample call numbers and quiz them on what they mean. 

Guided practice: Using a stack of easy books that need shelving, have each student tell you what shelf it should go on and them allow them to place the book on the proper shelf.  Monitor and re-teach as needed.

While students are practicing at actual shelves, allow students still at tables to practice telling each other the meanings of the call number variations on the practice sheet.

Easy books showing all the different variations of easy book call numbers.

Prepared list of easy book call numbers showing the different variations in the library.  (Copies for each table with answer key for independent practice.)

Easy books that need shelving.


Review of alphabetical order and letter recognition.  Use of abbreviations.

Students can explain the meaning of the letters in an easy bok call number.  Students successfully place easy books on the correct shelves.
