Instructional Procedures

Introduction: Last week, we discovered the table of contents in a book.  Today, we will continue our study of this and also find some other book parts that are helpful in locating information in a book.  First let’s review the parts of a book and title page that we already know.

Table leaders hand out Stone books to each person at the table.

Each student has the book in which to practice the skills being taught.

1. Review the parts of a book.  With book on document camera hooked into the LCD projector. Have students name the parts of the book as you point to them: front cover, back cover, and spine.  Open to title page and have a student tell you what this page is called.  Have individual students name the five items on a title page: title, author, illustrator, publisher and place of publication.

2. Have students turn to the table of contents.  Ask them if the table of contents is in alphabetical order.  Point out that it is in page number order. Define Table of Contents:  “A table of contents is a list of chapters found in a book”.

3. Have them search for the chapter that tells them about the food their animal eats.  One or two may actually find the chapter entitled “Predator and Prey” and know that chapter will contain information about food.  If none are able to find it, point it out and tell them that the book assumes that they know what those words mean.

4. Ask them if they would like to learn a quicker and easier way to find where the food is in the book.  Instruct them to turn to the back of the book and locate the page with the word index at the top.  (Demo on the document camera.)  Have them search for food.  They should be able to do this easily.  Note all the pages that contain references to food.  Note also that these pages are in more than one chapter.  Ask about the order of the index. —Alphabetical order.

Collaboration

Set of Lynn Stone animal books (one for each student in class)

Document camera


Tie into either study of animals or study of book parts in classrooms.

Evaluation     

Students are successful in locating the table of contents and the index.  

Students can recite the definition of a table of contents. 

Students can locate information in a book using these tools. 

Students can describe the order of both a table of contents and an index.
