Instructional Procedures

Today we will learn what an atlas is and the various types of maps that can be found there.  You will discover that much information about a place may be found in an atlas.

Define atlas

Locate the various parts of a book in the atlas: title page, table of contents and index.

Find page 60 with the map of Africa and notice that it is titled a physical map. 

Infer what a physical map is

Look at page 61 and note that this is a political map of Africa and determine what a political map is.

Look at pages 62 and 63 and understand that these are thematic maps

Work in table groups to find out three facts about Africa using the maps, write them down and be prepared to share them with the group.
