Instructional Procedures

Ask the students how they would find a particular book in the library.  (Answers will vary.)   

Explain that today students will learn something about using the library’s computerized catalog.  Make sure they understand the term catalog—a list of the library holdings; OPAC—online public access catalog.

How can you access the library catalog?  (by clicking on the Researcher icon on the desktop)  Show them the icon.  

Ask them:  “What the three main ways of searching for a book?”  (author, title, subject)

Let’s try it.  Ask students to watch as you perform a simple search for a book they know.  Clifford the Big Red Dog (type in title and click on title)

Look at what comes up.  Show them how the book title is on a button that tells them five things about the book.  Ask them to tell you what they know about the book just by looking at the button.  (title, author, status: in/out, call number, medium: book, video recording, etc.. .) Tell them that this button can be pushed to reveal the book record.  

Show them the parts of the book record.

Guided Practice:  

With children at the computers, have them do what you do.  

Type in the title of the book.  (Choose something simple and one word, e.g. Babar.)  Ask them how many “hits” they received.  Point out where they can see this.  Choose one of the titles and have them tell you the five things about this book that they can tell just from looking at this screen.  Then have them access the book record.  Ask them to locate the summary, tell you how many pages are in the book, etc…  

Next, search by author: choose an author for whom your library has several titles.  Have them tell you how many books by this author your library has.  

For subject: Choose a subject that will return many hits like dog or cat.  This will set you up for the next lesson on refining searches.

Keep it simple.  This introduction usually piques their interest enough to have them begging to use the computer every time they come to library. 

Independent Practice: Allow them some time to try their own searches.
