A retelling of four Arthurian legends, "The Sword in the Stone," "Excalibur," "The Lady of the Lake," and "The Last Great Battle," which feature Merlin, King Arthur, and other familiar figures.   AR: 5.2 Lexile: 910

The Pepins and their problems - Horvath, Polly. 
The reader is invited to help solve the Pepin family's unusual problems, which include having a cow who creates lemonade rather than milk and having to cope with a competitive neighbor.  AR: 5.8 Lexile: 920
Pure dead magic  - Gliori, Debi. 

The Strega-Borgia children, their mysterious new nanny, and a giant tarantula use magic and actual trips through the Internet to bring peace to their Scottish castle after the children’s' father is kidnapped.     AR: 5.9, Lexile: 920

Roxie and the hooligans - Naylor, Phyllis Reynolds. 
Roxie Warbler, the niece of a famous explorer, follows Uncle Dangerfoot's advice on how to survive any crisis when she becomes stranded on an island with a gang of school bullies and a pair of murderous bank robbers.   AR: 5.3 Lexile: 930
The best Christmas pageant ever  - Robinson, Barbara,
The six mean Herdman kids lie, steal, smoke cigars (even the girls) and then become involved in the community Christmas pageant.     AR: 5.1, Lexile: 930

Shadows of night : the hidden world of the little brown bat  - Bash, Barbara.

Describes the life cycle, and habits of the little brown bat.    AR: 5.1, Lexile: 940

Safari  - Bateman, Robert.  

Paintings and brief text present some of the animals found in Africa, including elephants, giraffes, cheetahs, lions, and zebras.    AR: 5.2, Lexile: 940

Lucy Rose : big on plans - Kelly, Katy.

Lucy Rose records in her diary her special summer plans--to make a keychain for her mother, to help decorate the living room, to prevent her parents' divorce, to vanquish some squirrels, and to enjoy a ninth birthday adventure with her father.   AR: 4.9 Lexile: 950

Oh, yuck! : the encyclopedia of everything nasty - Masoff, Joy. 
An alphabetical collection of articles about disgusting things, from acne, ants, and bacteria to worms, x-periments, and zits.   Lexile: 950

Gib and the gray ghost - Snyder, Zilpha Keatley. 
In 1909, after spending several months back at the Lovell House Home for Orphaned and Abandoned Boys, eleven-year-old Gib returns to live on the Thornton ranch, where his natural way with horses helps to make him feel at home.   AR: 6.4 Lexile: 960

Stay! : Keeper's story - Lowry, Lois.
Separated early in life from his mother and siblings, Keeper tells of his adventures with various human masters and his continual search for his little sister.    AR: 6.4, Lexile: 960
Ida B-- : and her plans to maximize fun, avoid disaster, and (possibly) save the world - Hannigan, Katherine. 
In Wisconsin, fourth-grader Ida B spends happy hours being home-schooled and playing in her family's apple orchard, until her mother begins treatment for breast cancer and her parents must sell part of the orchard and send her to public school.   AR: 5.3 Lexile: 970

 The secret garden  - Burnett, Frances Hodgson. 

Ten-year-old Mary comes to live in a lonely house on the Yorkshire moors and discovers an invalid cousin and the mysteries of a locked garden.

Dovey Coe - Dowell, Frances O'Roark. 
Accused of murder in her North Carolina mountain town in 1928, Dovey Coe, a stronged-willed twelve-year-old girl, comes to a new understanding of others, including her deaf brother, as she attempts to clear her name.   AR: 5.4 Lexile: 980 

 The door in the wall - De Angeli, Marguerite. 
A crippled boy in fourteenth-century England proves his courage and earns recognition from the King.     AR: 6.2, Lexile: 990

Anne of Green Gables  - Montgomery, L. M.
